WITH UNCLE DENNIS

So who is Uncle Dennis? And what talent are
we talking about? Uncle Dennis or Dennis Boh
is a Pioneer Member of Aranda Country Club.
He relates having a country club membership
with Aranda in the 1990s was like a symbol of
status or prestige. Like his art pieces, he has a
colourful career. In the last 46 years, Uncle
Dennis has been an Education Management
Consultant and Contractor teaching in
Thailand and Sumatra, customer service
manager for oil retail industry, fast food
manager and a volunteer at CDAC for 13 years.
He loves cooking, baking, gardening and of
course, paper quilling. In fact, he contributed
paper quilling creations for all the executive
suites at ACC. He has a great voice and diction,
and he enjoys learning on how words are being
formed.

Finding Dennis: His World of Paper Quilling

"Here we go out and back in, and back in..."Like
Nemo, Uncle Dennis is like an explorer and
that's how he discovered the art of paper

quilling.

Uncle Dennis, it looks like you're a jack of
all trades? How did you pick up paper
quilling?

Paper quilling — | defined as whimsical art. It
has to do with imagery or abstract. 3 years ago,
| was surfing the internet. | got attracted with
this very funny art --digital objects -something
like this. | started to borrow more than a dozen
of books all over the libraries in Singapore and
also learnt from YouTube such as Azlina Abdul
and other people into paper quilling as some
of them post their works on YouTube. | also
look out for templates in Pin interest and adapt
them. | cut papers in strips. | enjoy trimming
paper as it is very therapeutic. It calms the
nerves and | enjoy being in the moment.

| was with Octogram Design as an office
manager many years ago. It was one of the
local graphic design companies, so I've also

learnt a lot about colour and design. This really
helps to contribute to my interest in paper
quilling. In paper quilling, you do not have to
confine to convention. For instance, the leaf
can be presented in a symbolic way.

Passion in Art and Philosophy of Life

Tell me a little about your association with
imagery as you mention in your art pieces.
What do they symbolise?

Wildflowers are strong and robust, and they
survive through four seasons. They come in
variety and are beautiful and people don't
notice them. | chose a background to show
how they blend in nature. They are in the dim
moonlight but yet they shine and survive in the
darkness of light.  Just the same resilience
shown in some people and some people don't
get noticed with work they have done but they
are strong survivors.

We hear you as you describe your art pieces
with imageries. Tell me how does art relate
to you and philosophy in life?

| always love life, the abstract form and
appreciate colour and the arts. Whatever
comes. | am very flexible, love good food,
warm friends. | am very kind towards people,
value long term friendship, appreciate colour
and arts. With an introduction of every piece
of paper quilling, one never knows what the
end is going to be like. It's not planned and
impromptu and | just want to find the
destination — then you frame up the completed
piece. | know it's not perfect,but you just close
the chapter and work on another thing. Things
happen for a reason. More of a philosophical
person, I'm not mathematic or scientific in
thinking as not everything is linear. | take
things in a flux. Life is chaotic and it's always
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changing. It is a good lesson for me. For
example, | may not quite like a person,but he
could be a changed person the next day. |
customise my pieces with people style,and |
learn to accept their values and aspirations. |
learn a lot from them as | customize each piece
of work while | read people’s characters. I'm a
strong believer of customer service. Customers
pay your salary.  When | look at a problem, |
focus on the task that is more important.

What do you do with the completed pieces?

| don't keep them. | gave them away. | gave to
my Malay neighbours, my relatives, my friends,
and also domestic helpers. | can see the
happiness in their eyes.

What makes you decide to pick paper
quilling as a hobby and what is actually
needed?

I 'am in this art because it is affordable. | spent
about less than $100 and I've got a printer for
A3 prints. | am rather resourceful. All you need
is a cricut maker. A simple kit like this... A
normal set could cost about $25.

The place is full of cheerful colours filled
with little treasures everywhere. It's like walking into a place full of
lollipops. (Without the sugar) Nana is a new Term Member of ACC
and a regular patron of our gym. She has a contagious smile and is
very passionate about patchwork. Unveil the interesting story on
how patchwork has helped her to overcome a major obstacle in life.

Tell us a little about your passion for patchwork.

| fell in love with patchwork since 2012. | constantly improve my
techniques through YouTube videos. You know all the colours. | just
feel happy when | see bright colours. It rejuvenates you — patchwork
is therapeutic! At one point, patchwork became my last straw to
sanity. It makes me more resilient.

Interesting. Can you elaborate a little more on how patchwork
makes you more resilient?

In 2013, due to incompatible ingredients in fitness supplements, |
developed negative side effects which triggered a condition known
as Generalized Anxiety Disorder(GAD). It is one of the most difficult
anxiety disorders to treat. This was really a major setback. My
routine became topsy turvy and | developed regular panic attacks so
much so that even previously mundane tasks such as driving became
a major challenge. | just could not focus and would regularly freeze
with mental blocks.

It must have been a challenging experience. How did you
overcome it?

It's my passion for patchwork that helped me to keep my mind focused
and improved my outlook on life. So much so that in 2018, | was able to
set up a workshop space with the dream of conducting sewing and
related classes albeit in a one-to-one environment. Needless to say, |
have very strong family and social support but more than anything else,
my husband is my rock! He sticks with me through thick and thin. | have
known him since | was fifteen.

How did TiaraBel come about?

| started TiaraBel back in 2012 as an extension of my hobby and
passion for sewing and related crafts such as quilting, crochet and the
like. TiaraBel was named after two of our daughters, Tiara and Bel who
have also been involved with the set up in one way or another. As my
condition greatly improved, in 2020, we decided to move from our
workshop at T-Space in Tampines to Begonia Pavilion at Downtown
East to ensure the premises to be more accessible for classes and
sewing-related courses. As my husband suggested, it would also
serve as a platform for displaying my hand-made products which
include placemats, quilts, bags and more. | love this place. It is now
my second home.

We are glad that you love this place and thank you for sharing
your story on your passion for patchwork.

My pleasure and | hope my story can encourage people facing similar
challenges.

Tiarabel has started sewing-related courses
such as sewing for beginners, dressmaking
and quilting. But moving forward, it will be
exploring into bonding programmes for
parents and children.
